FY24 Budget Discussion							
· We are in the process of preparing a budget report for campus. We are requesting money to cover price increases but are unsure if we are going to receive this. We do have enough to cover half of the price increases for FY24. 
· Divisions should be discussing their plans to cover the difference for price increases in the event we receive no additional funding from campus. We are starting in a good place with the modeling that was done last year. Lists of potential cancellations should be prepared to share with colleagues.

· DEI Collecting Program 
Quantitative Process – Live Discussion of Criteria, Selection, etc….
· Tom sent out a spreadsheet with a preliminary list of potential titles and asked for feedback to be sent to him. A number of filters were applied to the initial list provided by Gobi, including Big 10 holdings fewer than 3, price under $350, titles published within the last 5 years, and materials published in North America.  
Qualitative Process – Timeline and Application
· A two-page application has been drafted for flat amounts of $2,000 or $5,000 to purchase materials to fill gaps in the collection. The total amount available for these grants is $60,000.
· The new deadline will be Jan 20th.

1. Acquisitions

1. E-Resources
· We are doing an eBook deal with Cambridge for three years, starting in 2022, with 1,200 titles. Cambridge Companions is not included. The Big 10 will be paying Gobi, who will then bill us. 
1. Preservation Services 
· The cap on the number of materials we can send for binding has been eliminated. There are new increased costs of services of about 33%, so we cannot maintain the amount of binding we have been doing. For now, the plan is to eliminate binding for Oak Street and the stacks. More information and statistics will be brought to next month’s meeting. 
1. Other Updates 
· There are several other Big 10 agreements in the works. The Big 10 is negotiating on behalf of its membership with Adam Mathews. The Cambridge Read & Publish agreement is looking to expand to include branch campuses. The Big 10 is also working on an agreement with the Institute of Physics for an open access agreement. The Wiley agreement is being finalized.
