Agenda/Minutes
Tom opened the meeting asking for additions or changes to the agenda, and approval of last month’s meeting minutes.  Agenda and minutes unanimously approved.

FY24 Budget Discussion							
· The Library is requesting that campus fully fund the price increases for this year. Last year, campus funded 50% of the need upfront. This money is being used for student success related acquisitions. It is unclear how much campus will provide this year. Units should be preparing plans for the event we do not get full campus funding.  

Commercial Binding- Shelby Strommer						
· The binding budget for FY23 is $90,000, which is about a 40% decrease from the FY10 budget. Our commercial library binding vendor has increased their prices about 25% across the board, due to rising costs of labor, materials, and transportation. We have seen reduced numbers in binding for the past two years, due in part to the pandemic and quantity limits imposed by the bindery. 
· We currently have a sole source contract for Library binding. Our current vendor is the only remaining option capable of handling the quantity of materials we require while meeting international standards for methods and materials. There are competitors outside of the Midwest, but those do not offer shipping or delivery. Utilizing a third party carrier for shipping would be cost prohibitive. 
· To combat price increases many services are being shifted to in-house operations, such as pamphlet binding, inserting tattle tape, and adding pockets to bound volumes. Items that are routed directly to Oak Street will not be bound, but will go into envelopes for shelving in order to keep them better protected. Binding will now be based on the physical format of the issues. Shelby emphasized that we are committed to ensuring the long-term preservation and access of our collection materials. 
· Tom noted we need to be responsible and ethical in our collection development decisions. Part of this is having adequate support to meet the needs of what we are acquiring. We need to make informed decisions about how we are going to care for materials. We must provide a good environment for the materials when we can and make decisions informed by evidence. Kit asked for additional data to be provided about the percentage of items being identified as not needing binding.

                    DEI Collecting Program 
· For the quantitative process Amy at Gobi has been working to filter the short list of titles, by sifting out titles that Gobi might have difficulty in supplying. The orders are being done in batches.

· Cambridge eBook Frontlist – 2023 Ebooks (Considering Print Copy)
· There is an agreement for front list eBooks for 2023 that the membership agreed to support. 
· Clarivate Renewal – WoS (and other) Renewal
· Web of science is up for renewal. BTAA is not happy with Clarivate’s offer. 
· IOP OA Agreement – Journal License
· The IOP open access agreement has been finalized and is in place. 
· University Press eBooks – Gender & Sexuality Collection
· This collection has been finalized and is being funded by the Big Ten’s central funding. 
· Wiley – Journal License
· This has widely concluded, and we are waiting for it to be publicized. These titles have a read and publish agreement assigned to them.
