Victor’s Goals:
· Goal 1: Re-vamp and restart the residency problem, designated as a diversity residency program
· Goal 2: engagement with cultural centers and shape how they view the Library as a resource
a. related: what does physical space say to users
· DEIA task force: hopefully everyone has had a chance to see the report
· Meeting folks: meeting with folks from all classifications
· What he needs from us:
a. Give us an opportunity to gain his trust
b. Teach him things you think he oughtta know, he wants to learn
· Q&A
a. Sarah: Is the residency program approved to begin, is there a timeline?
i. Learning about original program, what was good or bad, then will submit final proposal to EC
1. Looking to create an advisory committee with EC
ii. Would like to have positions ready for applicants ready by December, January (begin in April)
iii. Victor asked about time commitments for former committee
1. Sarah was involved more after residents were hired, and mentoring/programming ideas
2. Time commitment was related to specific projects, Sara H. carried the largest load
b. Sarah, how many cultural centers are there on campus?
i. Approximately 7 under OIIA
c. Janis: Can you talk more about your physical space goals and work:
i. Pop-up libraries in cultural centers
ii. Also get a sense from students re: how do you want to use space?
1. Intentionally replace gaps in services
2. How do we acquire this information?

a. Erik has noticed when looking at serials, that sometimes when have a title that is carried here but also more are online, often the print record won’t display in Primo, e.g. the main title in Funk won’t display the physical item information. He files a ticket and it is corrected quickly. So keep an eye out.
i. The feedback link in Primo works well (per Susan).
· 509 Instruction Spaces Updates (Kelli).
a. Group is getting closer on making recommendations for updates in tech and seating. 
i. The focus is mobility and visibility, we need folks to see and be able to move around.
ii. We are going with campus Core standards for technology, much like the updates to Grainger Commons and 220.
· Committee assignments and reports – AC, CDC, others
a. CDC: 
i. Mike will send slide show of prepping for FY2023.
ii. In December will be larger library conversations between acquisitions and subject specialists
1. Late February and March can reach out to faculty if need to make cuts

1. Only time they refuse is if there is an existing digital copy.
iii. Boutique collections discussion: included Bibleaves & Ag Stats
