2. Spring Hours, New Semester, etc (Sarah, Lucy)
a. So far so good; we’ll see how the weekend goes
b. If staffing gets tight at libraries, the unit head needs to let the appropriate AUL/Director know, so that Library Administration can discuss how to proceed.
c. We’re still uncertain how building access will be reinstated after an individual tests positive.  We don’t know if building access is automatically granted after the minimum 5-day isolation and it’s up to the individual to assess their symptoms.  Sarah asked Chris Prom about this, and Chris said that campus is discussing issues like this, but nothing has been communicated yet.
d. Unvaccinated individuals must continue to test every other day.  Vaccinated individuals only need one negative test after the New Year, although they can test more.
