2. Systematic Review Services Proposal (Sarah)
a. Is there any feedback we want to provide?
i. It’s important to think about education opportunities as a division, to gain skills we need to support this, consider how does this fit into our research/librarianship/service? Starting small and as a clearinghouse of information is one place we could begin.
ii. We could plan to create a centralized place of information, then to disperse it to serve as a baseline. We should consider how to create an entry level space and provide resources to understand how this works. 
iii. A listing of all different types of reviews can be helpful for patrons and a quick refresher for librarians that don’t do this work often.
