1. Brief Introductions (Mike)

· We went through the entire group and introduced ourselves. 

2. Informal Research Showcase (open to all)

· Bill mentioned the informal research showcase originated when there were lots of untenured librarians in Grainger
· Mike plugged the BYOR Working Group – some interest was expressed by present members. 
· Sandi gave an update on her work with the Morrow Plots data she has been working with.   
· Bill talked about his bibliometrics research project to be published in IDEALS soon. 

Some informal discussion about R1 -R2 rankings – Iowa state pulled out. 
· Chris is revising article on reviewing industrial and aerospace faculty on data management perspectives for Science & Technology Libraries. 
· Chris has also been researching ethics on informed consent of information theory. 
· Kelli has been working on undergrad stem students’ understanding of copyright – now working on a study of graduate students. – students conflate copyright with plagiarism 
· Megan – NSF Rapid Grant – diverse professoriate – building programs that will diversify faculty positions. – building a repository for documents and outputs. Interviewing PIs and asking what their requirements are. Currently in process of coding interview transcripts. Megan will propose the development of a repository based on an existing platform. 
· Heidi – sustainability of resources in Life Sciences. Global Biodata coalition – sustainability in data repositories. Heidi spent her sabbatical taking inventory of journals using machine learning methods at Chan-Zuckerberg? – inventory should be 95% accurate – the point is to bring funders together. 

3. FY 24 Collections Budget Discussion (Sarah)

· Sarah noted the Library currently has half of the inflation money covered by campus. 
· There is a chance that we won’t have to cover inflation at all, but Tom Teper wants to be prepared, so we’re looking at a 1.9% cut across the collections. 
· G: Drive collections info folder breaks down the 1.9% for each 0 and 9 fund as well as by division. 
· Bill mentioned some of the difference was made up last year by taking funds out of general fund accounts. – there is 90k in the Binding fund and 250k in the OCLC fund – a case could be made that OCLC could be a part of the operating funds.
· Mary noted we aren’t doing much binding anymore. Seconded Bill’s point on the OCLC fund use. 
· Kelli spoke about receiving requests for resources outside of our purview – BioRender
· Heidi said this occasionally happens in RDS – Overleaf
· Bill pointed out Tech Services is responsible for purchasing software packages – inquiries should go to whatshisname? 
· Sarah asked everyone look for ways to cover potential cuts in FY 24.



4. Committee assignments and reports – AC, CDC, others

Administrative Council – Long conversation on letting civil service employees in an hour early at Main
· Mike mentioned the Dean had talked about the need for thorough review of GA allocations across divisions. 
· The need for a thorough review of SA wage budget was also brought up. 

Research & Publication Committee – Erin
· There will be no Library Research Showcase this year
· Instead, RP&C will focus on looking for ways to find the best medium(s) for sharing Library research with the broader community. 
· Difficult to get presenters during virtual presentations. 
· Erin asked members to think of ways we can effectively promote our research with campus and the broader LIS research community. 
· Heidi mentioned it ends up being too formal – brings too many details and additional issues into the mix. It doesn’t have to be that elaborate.
· Susan suggested a seminar series 
· Bill pointed out that it is a lot to put on and could be less formal. 
· Chris mentioned Zoom fatigue. 

Head of Mathematics Library Search – Heidi
· Search Committee has been formed and job description has been sent to EC. Heidi is optimistic the description will be accepted and posted in December.
