Agenda/Minutes
Tom opened the meeting asking for additions or changes to the agenda, and approval of last month’s meeting minutes. Agenda and minutes unanimously approved. 


JSTOR’s New Pricing Model – Kevin Carroll (guest)	
· The pandemic allowed JSTOR to offer expanded access, which opened access to the architecture journal and primary source content that wasn’t licensed by institutions. 
· Now that this is ending, they have developed a new pricing model after interviewing various institutions and consortiums. Annual fees will be adjusted by small amounts up to a maximum amount, which then remain level. 
· The new pricing model is voluntary. Collection by collection licensing can be kept as the pricing model. 
· Anyone who commits to the new pricing model before the end of June will have the expanded access extended through January. 
· Tom will send out the spreadsheet provided by Kevin. 

			
FY23 Budget	
· We are approaching the end of the fiscal year. Tom encouraged communication with colleagues to ensure funds are spent. 
· Tom has created a CDC box folder with a running desiderata list that can be shared with units. This will be the new process for desiderata requests instead of periodic calls.  

FY24 Budget Discussion
· The budget request has been submitted to campus. We have requested additional funding but are unsure if we will receive it. Division level modeling should be wrapping up in preparation.

A. JSTOR Pricing Model
· To buy out just the new collections would cost about $560,000 but save $33,000 in access fees. The option for buying everything out that we has been acquired in the past would be about 2.3 million but would virtually eliminate access fees. Tom will forward the pricing spreadsheet to everyone and asks for thoughts. 
B. Elsevier Negotiations
· Negotiations are beginning and will be occupying a fairly significant amount of time in the coming months. There are several products through Elsevier that are coming up for renewal this year. 
C. Eastview Census Data
· Eastview is marketing census data again and provided us with preliminary pricing. This has been passed along to Area Studies and is available for other interested units.

A. ProQuest/Clarivate – WOS
· Our five-year agreement with ProQuest is expiring and negotiations are beginning. We are in preliminary conversations with colleagues and UIC and UIS. There will be a series of biweekly meetings for the next several months. 
· The Big 10 has several things in discussion from ProQuest. Web of science was renewed only for one year because of the poor proposal. The Big 10 will be evaluating the given products.

C. Springer/Nature Renewal
· This is also handled by the Big 10, who will be creating a negotiating team similar to the Wiley negotiations.  Anything involving open access with nature will be off the table.
