Dissertation Express: If a dissertation is not available online,
ILL/DD can borrow most from other libraries. If they can’t
borrow it, there is also a shared cost option for some
domestic dissertations—UIUC will buy the dissertation, and
the patron pays $15, but is limited to 5 titles per year. See
ILL/DD for details.
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
